From September 2021, we will be trialling and offering the opportunity for our Year 5 parents and carers the option to drop off/ pick up their children using the drop off car park zone. This is a trial arrangement only and will only be offered to Y5 parents/ carers that request a permit badge from the school office and they will have to display this badge on their car screen. This trial is safety dependent, so if we feel that this is not contributing to our safety plan for our school community we hold the right to modify the offering. The Year 5 parents will be able to drop off their children in the morning and will need to write a letter to the school to give permission for their child to walk to class independently (including supporting siblings) where necessary in the morning. For the pick-up option, this will only be available to children in Year 5 - not younger siblings. As a school we always stress the importance of walking, scootering and cycling to school and we always support these types of transport to our school but this measure will be offered to see if it will help our Year 5 parents. 
Now that we return to school I am very keen on building up our school volunteers again. If you are interested in helping out at school please see Mrs Andrews in the school office. We would welcome helpers in our library and in the classrooms. 
We will have staff on duty for the morning drop offs and the afternoon pick-ups in the Reception area, KS1 area and the MUGA to help guide parents and carers. We kindly ask that all our parents and carers continue to follow the one way system round the whole school on exiting the site. This should help avoid overcrowding in areas. As always, thank you for all your support.

Reception - 11.30am-12.30pm

This will give the children more time to eat in the hall and allow us more time to clean and prepare the lunch areas.

The teachers will deliver the full curriculum and will continue to enhance the children’s knowledge and understanding even further over the whole year. Assemblies will return to normal again in the school hall. Breakfast and After School Club will commence this Friday and we look forward to starting our exciting new clubs again this term. We aim to have a very positive school year and we ask for your support and help to minimise any extra risks. If anyone has a suspected cold, virus or temperature they should not attend school at all and be off until they are healthy to return.
