To use their imagination during play, including acting out real life
experiences.

To use a variety of construction materials in their play.

To explore colours and how they can be changed.

How you can help your child at home

Point out signs and labels in the environment, e.g. shop signs, road signs
and advertisements.

Regularly read with your child a range of books and talk about the
story/content together.

Encourage your child to tell a story using the illustrations in a book.
Play games to encourage turn-taking and problem solving skills.

Look for numbers in the home and the environment e.g. clocks, door
numbers, car registrations, on money, tickets, buses etc.

Invite your child o help with the weekly shopping, counting items, etc.
Introduce counting into their play e.g. how many cars have you got in
your box?

Visit your local park to climb and play outdoor games.

If possible, visit places of interest to your child e.g. museum, farm,
