	Lesson 1:

Challenge: Children predict what evidence of animals they will find, anticipate where to find them and gather detailed evidence of different types of animals to record in a Changing World diary
Lesson 2:

Recording data and results of increasing complexity using scientific diagrams and labels, classification keys, tables, scatter graphs and bar and line graphs (Identifying and classifying)
Challenge: Ask the children to describe, in detail, how the blood moves around the heart via specific vessels and how it keeps oxygenated and deoxygenated blood separate.

Lesson 3:

Taking measurements and using a range of scientific equipment, with increasing accuracy and precision; taking repeat readings when appropriate (Problem solving and observation)
Challenge: Ask the children to complete a flow chart to show the movement of blood through the heart and blood vessels. Explain why arteries have a thicker muscular wall.
