As design technologists we will be creating an alarm system for our site manager. We will take inspiration in design throughout history and use research to discuss a range of relevant products that respond to changes in the environment using a computer-controlled programme.

In PE in our athletics unit, we will be completing activities such as sprinting and shotput ready for sports day. 
Our gymnastics ‘Flight’ unit will include jumping from height, introducing safe landings and developing different types of jumps.


This term our theme is ‘The Ancient Maya.’ In our History lessons, we will be looking at the importance of the ancient Mayan civilisation and how the discoveries have impacted on our lives now. In Geography, we will also be learning about a contrasting location, Mexico we will look at the weather, lifestyle and cultural differences between life in Mexico and London. 
As geographers, we will be using a variety of different maps to locate Mexico. We will be comparing and contrasting to London as a location. We will also spend time comparing the cultural differences between the two locations. In our lessons, we will look at climate, urbanisation, transport and eco systems.


As scientists, we will be looking at the Earth and beyond. We will describe the shapes, positions and movement of the planets in the solar system and the effect of the Earth’s rotation in space. We will be able to explain how the Earth’s tilt leads to seasonal changes, identify the phases of the Moon and explain why these occur.
As artists, we will be studying the work of Peter Thorpe and recreating his famous space art pieces. 
We will be experimenting mixing with other mediums such as sand to create texture using oil pastels.
 In RE, we will look at and learn about the Sikh Community and the Gurdwara, Guru Granth Sahib and how Sikhs celebrate Baisakhi today. The children will demonstrate that they understand why it is important to show respect for the beliefs and lifestyle of others.

            The Ancient Maya   
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 As historians, we will be investigating the ancient Civilisation of the Maya. We will be spending time learning about the calendar, food and culture. We will learn about the explorers who discovered and taught us about their world and find out more about the ancient numbers and writing systems that they used.
 



As musicians our unit will be Music and Me, the first in a series of units focusing on inspirational women working in music, and part of Brighter Sound’s pioneering gender equality initiative Both Sides Now.
All units will be a part of the CHARANGA music programme. 
 

 
 In Computing, we will be focusing on the topics of ’We are adventure gamers’ developing an interactive game Programming and ‘We are VR designers’ where we will be experimenting with virtual reality.

We will also focus on making safe choices online. 


In our daily Maths lessons, we will be focussing
on: 
Counting, partitioning and calculating
· Use understanding of place value to multiply and divide whole numbers and decimals by 10, 100 or 1000
· Extend mental methods for whole-number calculations, for example to multiply a two-digit by a one-digit number (e.g. 12 × 9), to multiply by 25 (e.g. 16 × 25), to subtract one near-multiple of 1000 from another (e.g. 6070 - 4097)

Securing number facts, understanding shape, relationships and calculating
· Use knowledge of rounding, place value, number facts and inverse operations to estimate and check calculations
· Use efficient written methods to add and subtract whole numbers and decimals with up to two places

Handling data and measures
· Find and interpret the mode of a set of data

Calculating, measuring and understanding shape
· Refine and use efficient written methods to multiply and divide HTU × U, TU × TU, U.t × U and HTU ÷ U 











This term you can help your child at home by –
·  Looking at maps of the world, discussing the similarities and differences between countries, including physical features, climate and population.
· Researching and locating information about Ancient Maya and Rainforests from a range of sources.
· Continuing learning spelling words and common exception words
· Learning your times table to x12 and the related division facts -rapid recall
· Linking Maths concepts to everyday life by solving problems using the four operations (e.g. +, -, x, ÷.)
· Identifying different coins and notes and allowing children to become familiar with money by paying for items, counting out money boxes and calculating change.
· Encouraging your child to tell the time using both digital and analogue clocks.

In PSHE, we will be focusing on ‘Being my Best’. We will also spend time discussing feelings and emotions about our Summer Residential trip to Hastings.

We will continue to follow the SCARF scheme of work. The children will learn to identify their own skills and talents, learn about their role in their community and discuss basic first aid skills.
In our daily English lessons, we will be focussing on becoming masters of our curriculum by:

We will learn the features  of Non-fiction writing: Persuasive Writing- we will 
· Write arguments. 
· Write formally. 
· Write persuasively. 
· Write sets of instructions
We will learn the features of Fiction: Plays and study A Midsummer Night’s Dream by William Shakespeare as part of this we will be taking part in a drama project with Bare Bones culminating in a performance for parents.
