As design technologists, the children will be developing their designing, creating, evaluating and improving skills in construction. Our D&T topic will link to our History theme and the children will be creating their own Ancient Greek Army Catapults. 
The children will Recognise the power & success of the Greek army through their knowledge of tactics and weapon design and investigate the size of force required to operate a catapult. 


As scientists, we will be covering;                                 
Animals including humans – we will be looking at the reasons we digest food and why we expel waste, the different parts of the digestive system and what each part actually does in the process. The children will be able to identify different teeth and the what jobs they do for us as well as the effect of various liquids on teeth like their beloved Coca-Cola! We will also be studying food chains and food webs and just integral they are to the natural world around us. We will also find out just what happens when one part of the chain goes missing!

As geographers, the children will be introduced to the key aspects and stages of whether all of Europe is the same. Throughout the topic, the children will work to understand key vocabulary and be able to explain in their own words and they will become confident when applying those words to describe key information about capitals, rivers, Greece, Italy and the UK. We will also look at maps, atlases and the climate zones around the world.

In RE, we will be discussing the concept of what is real and what is not real? This discussion will be based on what the Abrahamic religions (Judaism, Christianity and Islam) believe about a higher being i.e. God. How these different perceptions within Abrahamic worldviews impact how people live their lives.  And can the children reflect on their personal views and questions about the existence of a higher being.

As artists, we will be focusing on the skill of Drawing. We will be investigating different types of self-portraits and we will be creating our own. The children will use the knowledge and skills of sketching and stroke styles learnt in Year 3 and developing these further when applying them to their self-portraits.
Who were the Ancient Greeks?
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As historians, we will be investigating and interpreting the past by using primary and secondary sources of evidence to find out about The Ancient Greeks and their impact on modern society. We will be using evidence to find out about the past and analysing the impact that these events have had on present day. We will be communicating historically and understanding the chronology of events in the Ancient Greek era, the success of the Greek Empire and the impact on democracy the Greeks had.
This term our theme is ‘Who were the Ancient Greeks?’
We will be learning about the Ancient Greeks and the impact they had on modern society. They will even get the chance to build a fully-functioning Greek army catapult!! The children   will be looking at the European landscape and which countries and capitals make up the continent. The children will be analysing how are bodies work and the amazing processes involved with our digestive system, as well as using their skills and creativity to create their own self-portraits using techniques developed throughout this term. 


 This term you can help your child at home by –  
· Providing a range of books or resources from the internet that support our themes
· Practise times tables regularly, making sure to go back and repeat tables you have practised before
· Completing everyday maths activities such as telling the time, paying for items in a shop, weighing ingredients when cooking and estimating quantities
· Reading a wide range of writing regularly at home in order to develop fluency, expression and the enthusiasm for reading
· Look up words in a dictionary or thesaurus to find out what they mean or to learn new words meaning the same thing
· Highlight the value in online learning and research, whilst modelling how to stay safe online
· Knowing it is okay to stop if they are tired or lacking interest and try again at another time.



In P.E we will be building on skills already learnt and learning a range of new skills through the use of games, problem solving activities and new equipment.
Orienteering– Introduce the concept of a map or a plan and to be able to use a key correctly to help us navigate.
Gymnastics- To explore movements and balances creating bridges.
Athletics – The focus of the learning is to explore how we can use our bodies to make us run as fast as possible (with Foundation Sports). 

Pupils will learn the correct technique used for sprinting.
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In our daily English lessons, we will be focusing on becoming masters of our curriculum by: 
· Writing for a given purpose relating to the theme: e.g. myths, diary entries and poems. 
· Learning patterns within words, spelling rules and some exceptions to these.
· To identify short words in longer words to aid with spelling.
· Analysing writing similar to that which they are planning to write in order to understand and learn from its structure, vocabulary and grammar
· Focusing on our presentation and joining skills in Handwriting sessions.
· The correct use of various punctuation 
· Developing adventurous vocabulary and sentence openers
· Varying sentence structure with the use of conjunctions, adverbs and prepositions

In Computing this term, our focus will be on programming. The children will have the opportunity to carry out simple programming to create an educational game, using the software, Scratch.

In our daily Maths lessons, we will be focusing on becoming masters of our curriculum by:
· Using a variety of representations, becoming fluent in the order and place value of numbers beyond 1,000.
· Counting in 10s and 100s, and maintaining fluency in other multiples through varied and frequent practice.
· Add and subtract numbers with up to 4 digits using the formal written methods of columnar addition and subtraction. 
· Multiply two-digit and three-digit numbers by a one-digit number using formal written layout.
· To classify shapes using geometrical properties
· Identify lines of symmetry in 2D shapes presented in different orientations










In PSHE, we will be focusing on ‘Me & My Relationships’ and ‘Valuing Difference’.
The children will understand the importance of recognising different feelings and that bullying will always be wrong. Later in the term children will, learn to recognise and celebrate differences (including religious and cultural differences) and understand the need to challenge stereotypes. 
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
