Early Years Foundation Policy

The Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) applies to children from birth to the end of the
reception year at school. At Ashmole Primary School, children join us during the Autumn Term of
the academic year in which they are five. The older children attend full time from when they
start and the younger children attend for mornings initially with the aim for all children to be
attending full time by the beginning of the second half of the term.

A Unique Child

At Ashmole Primary School we recognise that every child is a competent learner who can be
resilient, capable, confident and self assured. We appreciate that children develop in different
ways and at varying rates. Children’s attitudes and dispositions to learning are influenced by
feedback from others; we use praise and encouragement, as well as celebration/sharing within
the classroom, to encourage children to develop a positive attitude to learning.

Inclusion
We value the diversity of everybody within the school and do not discriminate against children
because of differences. All children at Ashmole Primary School are treated fairly regardless of
race, culture, religion or ability. All children and their families are valued within our school.
At Ashmole Primary School we believe that all our children matter and we give them every
opportunity to achieve their best. We do this by taking account of our children’s range of life
experiences when planning for their learning.

We
achieve this by planning to meet the needs of boys and girls, children with special educational
needs, children who are more able, children with disabilities, children from all social and cultural
backgrounds, children of different ethnic groups and those from diverse linguistic backgrounds.
