Knowledge (Epistemology) s about understanding what diffrent religion and worldviews teach

‘Questions may include: How do people know what they know? What i true and what i fase: and
how dowe know this? Where do people gain knowledge from? (sources of knowledge could nclude.
‘experience, intuition, observation, religious and non-religious leaders, spirtual experiences,
communites, texts, and revelation). Why are certain sources of knowledge seen as trusted and
eliable? How is knowledge different from belef (fath}? Why do people in different, or within the
same, religion and worldviews sometimes disagree about what is true or false and how do they
navigate this?
